PARISH PASTORAL COUNCIL MINUTES 
 
The Parish Pastoral Council met on Thursday, October 27.   
 
The Parish Bazaar was well attended, with more people than usual attending on Sunday.  2000 golumbki were sold on 
Saturday, and there are still more pierogis to be sold.  
  
A council member discussed the Alpha Program and reported that part of the Catholicism Series would be shown No-
vember 16-19 on EWTN. Alpha Guest/Visitor Night will be held on November 30th at Sacred Heart in Feeding Hills, 
beginning with dinner and followed by an Alpha DVD. A small discussion followed that if Alpha was used for any Con-
firmation classes, the Alpha for Youth Program was perhaps a better choice rather than placing the youth in the regular 
Alpha program with the adult Alpha participants. 
 
Eighty people attended the last Plenary session. Parishioners will be encouraged through the bulletin to participate in the 
Plenary Session at the beginning of the New Year. It is hoped that at least one member from each society can attend the 
next session.  A subcommittee was formed to update the Five Year Plan incorporating comments made during this 
year’s Plenary Session.
